Rules and Conditions of Entry

General Rules

Cheques must be made payable to: “AWHA Ltd".

Entries will be accepted as valid if received by the closing date which is 4 August 2010 and are complete
with all details as per Checklist on this entry form.

No refunds after close of entries without a Vet or Medical Certificate.

Insurance : All competitors and exhibitors must be current members of either the AWHA, LEGS or the EA.
Waiver form: ALL Adult participants and/or parent or guardian of junior rider must sign Release/Waiver
form. Your entry will not be accepted without a completed form.

Neither the organisers nor the owner of the property accepts any liability for any accident, damage, injury
or iliness to horses, owners, riders, spectators, or any other persons or property whatsoever.

Dogs are not permitted on the grounds .

All colts/stallions 2 years and over must be led with a bridle and bit.

All foals with or without the mare must be haltered and led.

ASA approved safety helmet must be worn at all times when riding, including in the warm up area.

Notice to all competitors: the welfare of the horse is paramount.

Stables must be pre-booked and prepaid at $20 per night. A $35 Bond is payable for each stable which
is refunded upon clean inspection before leaving the showgrounds. If you do not seek your bond before
leaving it will be used to pay for cleaning or, in the case of clean stables it will be considered as a dona-
tion. No bonds will be refunded after the show weekend. Camping $12 per powered site

Led Classes Rules

Entries must include a copy of the horse/s’ registration papers.

Entries for led classes received after closing date will be accepted at the discretion of the Committee
Led Classes are open to all horses registered with the AWHA (AWHA Stud Book, Stud Book Appendix,
Warmblood Identification Register and Warmblood Foundation Mare Register) or with a recognized
Warmblood Breed Society (e.g. Hanoverian, Holsteiner, Trakener).

Approved, licensed and recorded stallions and colts being presented for colt selection are not eligible to
compete in the led classes.

Age of horses to be calculated from August 1st. Any horse foaled before 1st August, in any year, shall be
deemed to be one year old on that date (except horses foaled in the Northern Hemisphere).

Each led class has been allocated 20 minutes, if less time is need; the following class may be called.
The competition will be held in accordance with the rules set by the AWHA. The AWHA reserves the right
to vary any aspect of the program as required.

Presented horses must in good health and must not be lame.

The judge’s decision is final.

The Competition Office is located in the Indoor Arena; The marshaling area is in the warm-up area inside
the indoor centre, but outside of the arena itself.

Rider/Handler number - in the event of a large number of entries, numbers will be allocated and pro-
vided to competitors - it is to be attached to the back of the competitor and safety pins will be provided
for the purpose.

Horses are to be presented in the marshalling area (Warm-up area inside the covered school, but outside
the arena) 5 minutes prior to the time stipulated on the program. Failure to report to the marshal at the
allotted time may result in automatic elimination. No class will be delayed for latecomers.
Championship: Champions will be judged on or as soon as possible after the completion of the led
classes. All eligible first prize winners must parade for relevant Championships or forfeit prizes. If the
Champion is found to be ineligible for the class, then the Reserve Champion will be awarded Champion.
Those eligible to compete for Reserve Champion (the horse placed 2nd to the Champion in its class)
must marshal 5 minutes prior to Champion judging times so they are ready to contest as soon as the
Champion is awarded.

The show committee reserves the right to combine classes for an age level if insufficient entries are re-
ceived.

All exhibits are to enter the ring together led in at walk and presented to the judges, near side facing in the
designated area to be scored for type and conformation.

Upon completion of the type and conformation assessment, all exhibits are to return to the collecting area.
At the judge’s indication, each exhibit will individually re-present to the judges and when asked to move off,
commence one circuit of the exhibition triangle (see diagram below) in walk, followed by a second circuit in
trot.

At completion the exhibit is to re-present to the judges while scores are compiled and announced.

After presentation all exhibits are to remain in close proximity to the judging area.

At the completion of the last exhibit, all competitors are to return to the arena for the announcement of the
placegetters. P>

EA Rules apply. The event will be conducted under EA rules as amended (www.equestrian.org.au)

Riders must be either a member of EA, AWHA or LEGS Inc

Horses/Ponies—EA registration not required

All classes will be restricted to 35 entries (as per EA rules) and a reserve list kept on the postal date of
entry.

Maximum of 2 classes per horse over two consecutive levels. (i.e.: Prelim/Novice) as per EA rules.

One rider per horse is permitted. There will be NO change of rider before the event

Please present to gear check 10 minutes prior to your draw time

Please be prepared to ride early in the event of scratching

A STAMPED SELF ADDRESSED ENVELOPE must be enclosed if you would like a copy of the draw mailed
to you.

To be eligible for the cumulative AWHA prizes at each level please supply a copy of your horse/s’ registra-
tion papers with your entries.

Only horses registered with the AWHA (AWHA Stud Book, Stud Book Appendix, Warmblood Identification
Register and Warmblood Foundation Mare Register) are eligible for the cumulative AWHA prizes.

Conditions of Entry and eligibility for the Mare Classifications for Sunday 22nd August 2010

Applications for mare classification must be submitted on the standard AWHA mare classification

Warmblood mares must be registered in Studbook Appendix and registered prior to classification.
Eligibility of Warmblood Identification registered mares will need to be verified by the Registrar.

The cost of classification includes the cost of registration for Thoroughbred and Anglo Arab mares.
Thoroughbred mare applications must include a copy of the ASB registration papers.

Mares must measure 158cm and above to be eligible for classification.

Mares must be branded or micro-chipped when presented for classification.

Original registration papers must be available for viewing by the classifiers when the mare is presented.
