This month’s story is from Kath Williams, whose’ Welsh pony has just taken out Supreme Gelding of 

show at the ALL WELSH CHAMPIONSHIPS.   WELL DONE KATH & DUKE!!!! 

CWMKaren Duke  

 

A few years ago I developed a bit of a fetish for Welsh Cobs after a couple of southern horses caught my eye 

and research proved positive for the breed. 

     

I thought I might buy a mare, or filly, and in my search for ‘the’ one came across Duke, a 2 year old gelding 

bred by CWMKaren Welsh Cobs situated outside of Toowoomba. 

Although only basically handled, a little shy and not a girl, I instantly loved his sensible attitude, kind eye and 

trustworthy manner. 

I thought he would make a good family horse, big enough for me to work and not too big for the kids.  So I 

brought him. 

 

I started to work with him, break him to saddle and harness and he became my project pony, filling in gaps 

when my riding horse was having a break. 

   

Into the second half of last year my dressage horse became unwell.  As the year drew to a close and still not 

able to ride Lofte, I decided to bring Duke into work.  Good timing for him being 4 now and ready to do more 

than just the occasional trial ride.   I was very grateful to have another horse to ride and occupy my horsy time 

and thoughts.  

  

Straight away I found Duke to be easy to train, not one to ask questions, so enjoyable and rewarding. 

 

I continued lessons with Paula Price, good for Duke too and as part of his basic training decided a LEGS day 

would be a perfect introduction to a competition and a bit of exposure to the world.  I was feeling a bit sad, 

not being there with Lofte, and a bit out of sorts riding a pony in the dressage arena for the first time.  

However the support for the LEGS members was quickly forthcoming, encouraging and great for my 

confidence.   

Lots of friendly faces came over, complimenting Duke and showing support, some I’d only seen in passing at 

other LEGS comps.   I was very grateful, and appreciative to feel part of the club. 

Duke took the day in his stride and ended up winning his first ever dressage test, the prep, with a good 

percentage.   His manners were admirable for a horse so young and green. 

 



Shortly after I took him to the Hot Summer Nights series at Northern Districts and despite some wet and windy 

weather Duke was once again a pleasure to be with.  We did a prep test on both days, winning on the Sunday.  

I was thrilled. 

 

I decided I might broaden our horizons and entered him in the Queensland All Welsh Show, not something I’d 

done before and a first for Duke too.    Well, what a wonderful time we had.  Duke was looking his best, lots of 

brushing on my part and with myself decked out in fancy cloths and hat, not my usual style, we did our first 

class.  Young Duke won his led class, went on to win champion led Welsh gelding and then supreme gelding of 

the show.  I was amazed and more than just a bit happy.   

He then won his ridden class, came second in the ridden welsh hunter, whatever a welsh hunter is?? and on 

the Sunday he did his first preliminary and novice tests.  And placed in both, although the novice is a bit 

beyond us yet.  It seemed to be ‘old hat’ for Duke with nothing upsetting him and he performed like an old 

timer which on its own was enough for me.  

 

I was very proud of my ‘filly’ cob, family and fill in pony with the small size but big try factor.  

   

I’ve now registered Duke with the EFA and plan on doing more dressage with him this year.  I’ve nominated for 

the Audie Mansfield comp and will do the LEGS futurity as well as his first official prelim that weekend. 

 

I’m looking forward to 2010, catching up with other LEGS members and enjoying the change to pony dressage. 

   

That’s Dukes story to date.

As there is no one in the Lockyer stocking this apple cider vinegar we thought we might buy it in bulk 

through our Acupuncture clinic and make it available at retail rates to those who were also looking 

for an excellent quality organic cider vinegar at an affordable price.  Please see the ad for prices and 

quantities. 

Meanwhile, we thought we might each month explore what is in it and how apple cider vinegar and 

garlic are used.
