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Apple cider vinegar is made when fresh and naturally sweet cider is fermented into 

alcohol and then, after a second fermentation it becomes vinegar. 

It contains more than thirty important nutrients, a dozen minerals and over half 

a dozen vitamins and essential acids and several enzymes as well as pectin. 

Historically it has been used to treat infections as it has an antiseptic property 

killing germs on contact, as well as, an antibiotic effect killing bacteria ς some 

studies claim it as effective on hard surfaces but not once it is consumed (1). 

From these properties many claims are made about the healing qualities of apple

Alas similar research/ reporting for animals or horses in particular is lacking. 

1. Highly acidic drinks like apple cider vinegar can weaken tooth enamel. 

 
2. Vinegar has been known to irritate or even burn skin when used at full-strength. 
 
3. A 1998 case report found that one patient who ingested large amounts of vinegar suffered 

from low blood potassium levels.  

 

4. Vinegar may interact with certain drugs. 

 

5. Many people use apple cider diluted in water as a tonic for an upset stomach. However, 

other people have reported apple cider vinegar side effects that include heartburn, 

diarrhoea and indigestion. 

This last side effect is of interest to me as an acupuncturist as I recommend people to follow a diet

not recommended.   

The Stockhealth apple cider vinegar recommends between 8-80mls/daily depending on the size and 

general condition of the animal and how hard the horse is being worked.  It can be delivered by 

mixing with food or added to drinking water.  When used as a drench it must be diluted 50/50 with 

water.
