NEW AUSTRLIAN DRESSAGE TESTS 

The new dressage tests (effective 1/7/09 to 31/12/13) and Explanatory Notes have just been loaded on the EA web site and are available for download - 
www.equestrian.org.au - follow the link.  

These tests will also be available in hard copy from the National Office for a minimal charge per set. (02 8762 7777).  
From 1/7/09 only these new tests are to be used for all Official & Associate competitions.  

There will be no exemptions given for not using the tests. 

BRIDLE NUMBERS FOR OFFICIAL DRESSAGE COMPETITIONS 
A note from Dressage Queensland regarding the requirement for dressage bridle numbers in  

Official Competitions.  
While we now have a “licence to ride” which allows an Equestrian Qld member to compete in any discipline they choose we need to 
make it clear that they will need to purchase a bridle number for each horse they wish to compete in dressage. It is an Australian 

Dressage rule (1.12.5) that each horse competing in dressage has a bridle number which must be worn at all times whilst at a dres-
sage event. The competitor is required to display this number on both sides of the horse either on the bridle or the saddle cloth. These 

bridle numbers can be purchased by contacting the EQ office for a fee of $28. EQ Office: 07 3891 6611
